GUIDELINES FOR ARENA DIRECTORS

1. On the day of the show, it is the responsibility of the Arena Director to inspect the following conditions and coordinate with show management if changes are needed:

a. gates and arenas

b. watering of and footing in arena and availability of tractor

c. availability of garbage cans

d. availability of sanitary facilities

2. It is the responsibility of the Arena Director to coordinate with the show secretary, the announcer, and the cattle person for the number of cattle for each class and ensure that the proper number are brought in.

3. The Arena Director is responsible for ensuring that all cutters abide by WNCHA rules at all times.

4. The Arena Director is responsible for ensuring:

a.  that the show starts on time

b. that cutters do not hold up the show organizing their help, saddling their horses, etc.

c. that cutters and other people attending shows do not talk to the judge while the show is in progress
