The Board Meeting was held at Kathy Breckenridge’s home in Reno, Nevada and was called to order by President, Kathy Breckenridge.  Directors and guests present are set forth above.

The Minutes from the Board Membership meeting of November 11, 2008 were read by MaryLew Biselli.  Doris Goss moved that the minutes be approved as read.   Nancy Samon seconded the motion.  Motion to approve minutes carried.

The Treasurers Report was presented by Katie MacDonald who indicated there was a total of $ 12,749.01; with $ 2,530.14 in the checking account and $ 10,218.87 in the CD.  Kathy Breckenridge suggested that the CD be rolled over, as membership and banquet monies continue to come in to the checking account.  Kathy also asked Katie to complete a detailed profit and loss statement for each show during 2009.

There is one outstanding bill from RooHide for the saddle won by Jack Dawson.   Kathy Breckenridge stated that WNCHA was responsible for paying the base price ($1900) and the saddle winners (Dawson and Kim Rapp) were responsible for paying any difference in the total price.
Doris Goss inquired about the required 1099 tax forms for cattle providers, announcer, judges, etc.  Katie McDonald will get them out by the deadline, January 31, 2009.

Old Business
· Web site:  Kathy Breckenridge explained that the website is up and running under Elaine Timmins expert direction.  Elaine will bill the club for her work on the website, as additions or changes to the website are made.
· Newsletter:  MaryLew Biselli will continue to do the email version.  Lynn Jasmine will mail to those with no internet access.

· Awards:  Kathy suggested that no saddle maker be announced for next year’s award saddles.  She also asked for consensus on two saddles for champions and two breast collars for reserve for 2009.  Those in attendance agreed.

· Meeting place:  Consensus was to continue meeting at Kathy Breckenridge’s home.  Doris Goss moved, second by Nancy Samon, that board members help out with food at meetings.  Motion carried.  Board members will bring appetizers and dessert.  Everyone will bring wine.
· Rule enforcement:  President Breckenridge has spoken to the individual reported for infractions, and asked all Directors to be aware of any violations in the Zero Tolerance, dress code or other rules that might be broken.

· By-Laws and Rules review and update:  Nancy Samon and Patti Lund handed out proposed revisions, deletions and additions to the By-Laws and Rules.  Each item was discussed at length.  Kathy Breckenridge asked Nancy to print the changes so that the Directors can approve them at the next meeting.
· Awards Banquet:  In a brief discussion led by Kathy Breckenridge, it was agreed that the January 10th banquet was a success, including the location, music and awards.

· Class Changes to conform to NCHA:  This has been addressed in the rule changes prepared by Nancy Samon.

· Cattle Contracts:  Based on 2008 experience the Directors agreed that a written contract between WNCHA and the cattle providers is necessary.  Kathy Breckenridge will write up a contract that clearly defines responsibility and liability using PCCHA and NRCCHA guidelines.  Directors will receive a draft before the next meeting.
